4. All work in these classes must be an original. Copies of other kits and greenware are not acceptable.

5. Exhibitors may exhibit two (2) items per section but only one (1) per class.

6. All pictures must be presented ready to hang on wall in a frame or matte board or it will not be accepted. See
general rules section 3 page 4 for the correct way to hang a picture.

7. All entries should be without visible corrections.

8. Exhibits will be accepted only on Saturday, July 24, and Sunday, July 31, 2011 from noon to 5:00 p.m.

9. Inorder to process exhibits effectively, all exhibits must be in youth building by 4:30 with tags attached.

10. Exhibits will be released on Sunday, August 14, 2011 from 11:00am to 4:00pm. Anything not picked up at
that time will be considered abandoned. As always, WCFA and Superintendents are not responsible for
exhibits not picked up by the posted times. The Fair board and Superintendents are not required to store any
exhibit left after the close of the Youth Building.

11. Special time for Exhibitors to view their judged projects will be Monday evening from 8pm to 9pm.

12. Obijective: Exhibitor will create an original project based on section and class entered.

13. If club project please be advised that they will be judged but this practice is frowned upon.

14. Last day at closing for %2 hour you May pick up your exhibits with tag only. If you do not pick up then you

must return at designated time only. (any exhibits pick up without Superintendent release will be considered
as a non- release and at the discretion of board may impose a fine not to exceed the premium won.
